The north coast of NSW is the
most popular region for domestic
visitors, in terms of nights spent in
caravan or camping accommoda-
tion, according to the ‘Caravan or
Camping in Australia 2006’ report
released recently by Tourism
Research Australia (TRA).

The north coast attracted 2.8
million domestic visitor nights in
caravan or camping accommoda-
tion in 2006 and the south coast of
NSW attracted 2.4 million visitor
nights.

According to TRA’s report, in
2006 there were 8 million domes-
tic visitors and 277,000 interna-
tional visitors staying in caravan
and camping accommodation.

NSW was the most popular state
for caravanners and campers with
13.5 million domestic visitor
nights.

In total, 42 million domestic
visitor nights were spent participat-
ing in the caravan and camping
industry nationwide in 2006.

Caravan and camping tourism
significantly contributes to the
economy with $6.5 billion spent
within Australia by domestic and
international caravan and camping
visitors during 2006.

The growth of the industry is
evident with caravan registrations
over the past 10 years increasing
from 4,982 in 1995 to 18,000 in
2005 — an increase of 261 per cent

according to caravan and camping
industry research.

It is estimated that there are
around 70,000 and 80,000 cara-
vanners travelling on an extended
tour around Australia at any one
time and around 330,000 recrea-
tional vehicles (for example cara-
vans, motorhomes, camper trail-
ers) registered in Australia.

According to Barry Baillie, CEO
of the Caravan and Camping
Industry Association of NSW
(CCIA), ‘Now more than ever,
holiday parks and recreational
vehicle manufacturers are develop-
ing the products and services to
meet the “changing face” of Aus-
tralian travel.

‘Meeting the needs of luxury
travellers will see four and five
star cabins in more parks, larger
RVs with all the modern conven-
iences will see larger motorhome
and caravan sites in parks.

“The industry is a lucrative one
and one that is progressing to
meet the needs of the general
touring public.’

‘Unique experiences’ are a large
part of caravan and camping hol-
idays.

For this reason, Australian car-
avanners and campers are more
likely to enjoy activities such as
general sightseeing (37%), going
to the beach (36%) and bushwalk-
ing (24%).

Further vandalism last straw for fire brigade

Recent damage amounting
to over $6000 to the Suffolk
Park Fire Station, Gaggin
Park and the surrounding
area in Alcorn Street is the
last straw for brigade mem-
bers and local residents.

With an average 100 fire
calls a year, responding to
fires outside of Byron Bay
including the Sydney and
Canberra firestorms, Cabar-
ita, Gold Coast and the cur-
rent Evans Head fires, the
crew has enough to do with
their time without repairing
damage from unthinking
vandals.

Stuart Amos, president of
the Byron Bay Rural Fire
Brigade, says that vandalism
in Gaggin Park and minor
damage to the station occurs
each school holidays, but
major destruction has
occurred in the last two

weeks. Stuart claims that
vandalism is caused by local
youths who live in Suffolk
Park.

“They are regular and
known faces. In the past we
have taken photographs and
forwarded them to police.

He also believes that it is
alcohol use that is fuelling
the attacks. “We are continu-
ally reporting to police,
groups of underage kids
congregating in the park and
drinking alcohol.’

He also believes that the
alcohol is coming from out-
side the area.

“The Park Hotel has been
proactive in managing
underage drinking and I can
prove that the alcohol that
the kids are consuming in
Gaggin Park is a brand that

Gaggin Park made an alco-
hol free zone to give police
more scope for moving the
kids on.

Damage caused to the sta-
tion has seen the need for
new roller and security
doors, repainting, new lights,
repairs to a timber ramp,
and water pipes that have
had to be replaced twice.

Last week the station was
vandalised four nights in a
row and though the police
have told residents they are
patrolling Suffolk Park
around the clock, there are
strong concerns that this
isn’t happening.

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Sam saves lives in the surf

The 2007/08 surf patrol sea-
son kicked off on the recent
long weekend, signifying the
beginning of the second
century of formalised life-
saving on the beaches of
NSW.

This is an historical event
which has been celebrated
by the whole country in
2007, the Year of the Surf
Lifesaver. Throughout 129
clubs in NSW, more than
14,000 active surf lifesavers
will volunteer around
500,000 hours of their own
time this season for the ben-
efit of beach-goers around
the state.

One such volunteer, Sam
Condie, pictured, will spend
many hours over the next
few months patrolling the
beach at Brunswick Heads.

Seventeen year old Sam
from  Mullumbimby
patrolled all last season mak-
ing up over 100 hours of
watch time. He also volun-
teered on Christmas Day,
helped with the club fund-
raising appeals and assisted
in several emergencies.

For his efforts Sam was

recently honoured with the
NSW Junior Life Saver of
the Year Award and a cap
and perpetual trophy were

presented to him at a special
ceremony in Lismore.

Sam volunteers much of
his spare time to patrolling.

‘T usually do two patrols, one
I’'m rostered on for and
another I just do because I
enjoy it. I normally make up
about 18 hours a week for
the two patrols,’ says Sam.

Putting to good use the
training he has received
since he first started in the
Bruns nippers, Sam, who
started lifesaving when he
was 13, rescued five children
caught in rips in the first
weekend of this year’s patrol-
ling season.

One might wonder what
would make a young man
want to give up so much of
his own time. ‘I love the
beach,” says Sam, ‘when
young children and parents
thank you for saving them or
their kids from drowning,
it’s an amazing feeling, and
that’s what keeps me moti-
vated. I just love it as a job.

This season beaches will
be patrolled every weekend
and public holiday until
Sunday April 27, 2008. For

SCU scores $900,000 for coastal research

Southern Cross University
has been awarded more than
$900,000 from the Austral-
ian Research Council for
research projects investigat-
ing climate change and
coastal ecosystems.

The Minister for Educa-
tion, Science and Training,
Julie Bishop, announced the
funding for the ARC Dis-
covery and Linkage projects
this week.

Southern Cross University
was awarded a total of
$660,000 in the highly-com-
petitive Discovery scheme
for two projects led by Pro-
fessor Brad Eyre, to investi-
gate nutrient and carbon
cycles in coastal ecosys-
tems.

A project, led by Dr Rich-
ard Bush, to assess the
impacts of climate change

on coastal floodplain wet-
lands, received funding of
$246,000 through the ARC
Linkage scheme.

Professor Eyre’s two
projects will begin next
year. The first project,
focusing on muddy sedi-
ments, will be carried out in
the Brunswick Estuary and
the second, focusing on
sandy sediments, will be
done in the Great Barrier
Reef and the southern part
of Moreton Bay.

‘What we are interested in
is how carbon and nutrients
flow through biogeochemi-
cal processes and the lower
food webs of coastal ecosys-
tems,’ said Prof Eyre.

‘One of the big stresses on
our coastal ecosystems are
the nutrients coming from
human activities such as

agriculture and wastewater.
It’s really important to
understand how the nutri-
ents are cycled through these
systems.

“The research will have
direct implications for the
management, rehabilitation
and protection of coastal
waterways.’

Dr Richard Bush will lead
a collaborative project to
determine the impact of cli-
mate change and increasing
sea levels on coastal flood-
plains and wetlands.

‘Sea levels are predicted to
rise this century posing a
threat to low-lying coastal
floodplains,” Dr Bush said.
“These floodplains and wet-
lands are particularly vulner-
able as they are already close
to or below the mean sea
level.

‘We are going to be look-
ing at the soil and water
health in these areas, how
they respond to sea water
and what the consequences
will be.

“What we find will be rel-
evant to coastal floodplains
throughout the world.

‘We will be developing a
model that will help us pre-
dict the impact of climate
change and put us in a bet-
ter position to mitigate
those impacts.’

The project, which will
start in early 2008, is being
done in collaboration with
the NSW Department of
Primary Industries (DPI),
the Richmond River
County Council and the
Northern Rivers Catch-
ment Management Author-

ity.

Byron Bay artist Aseem
Pereira has had a good year.
The Wynne finalist has just
been selected as a finalist for
the prestigious Helen Lem-
priere National Sculpture
Award with his work ‘How
can we sleep?’, to be shown
at Werribee Park in Mel-
bourne next year. And just
like the Wynne, it is third
time lucky for Pereira, with
2007 being the third year he
has applied to this particular
award.

The chosen work will be
made up of several bed base
skeletons with sparkling alu-
minium flowers attached to
the bed springs.

They are made from
discarded aluminium cans
and take on many forms.

While all artworks are an
expression of the artist’s
inner workings, having seen
Pereira’s other works, it
could be that his flowers best
reflect his personality.

Teenagers need support say mums

Is it possible that the age
group that needs the most
attention, encouragement
and understanding receives
the least? Teenagers — no age
group gets more bad press
and no age group faces quite
so many challenges all at
once.

Two mothers, Tiffany Aha-
ron and Nirit Feinstein, want
to see positivity and proactiv-
ity brought back into the
world of teenage parenting.
Together they have set up
IMPACT, an information
and support group open to
everyone, particularly men-
tors and parents of teenagers,
who wish to better under-
stand the teenage world.

Ms Aharon told The Echo,
“The apathy in this commu-
nity is boring. It bores me to
see how lazy we can be as
parents.’

IMPACT stands for
‘Involved Mentors and Par-
ents Actively Caring for
Teenagers’. The group aims
to provide a warm environ-
ment for parents who need
to convey their feelings and
experiences regarding their
teenagers. Informative pro-
fessional guest speakers from
diverse backgrounds will
give invaluable advice on
various aspects of bringing
up teenagers. The guest
speakers and discussion top-
ics will evolve as issues arise
during the meetings.

Rather than ‘sweeping
teenage problems under the
mat’, IMPACT offers an
open forum where parents
sharing similar experiences
can brainstorm solutions
and broaden their perspec-
tives.

Ms Aharon says, ‘Influ-
ences on our children are
different now to what they
were when we were teenag-
ers. We need new skills to
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deal with these new influ-
ences. I think it’s okay to say
“I don’t know what to do”
when teenage problems
arise. But we need to want to
do something about it.’

Ms Feinstein agrees,
‘Some of the issues teenag-
ers face are serious. When
your child comes home with
a problem affecting them it
is hard to know what to do.
Do you hug them, throw
them out, teach them about
consequence? How do you
manage it?

“There can be a tendency
among parents to hit a trou-
bled time and want to kick
their kids out of home. A 16
year old can get the dole
now, if parents say get off
your arse and do something,
get out you’re too messy or
too whatever, the kids find it
too easy to leave. We say,
“Keep the kids at home as
long as you can, keep them
close to your heart”’

Teenage hurdles are
increasing and changing rap-
idly, leaving parents and kids
bewildered, occasionally
with a dramatic consequence

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such as youth suicide.
According to the Australian
Bureau of Statistics, Aus-
tralia has the highest suicide
rate of young people in the
industrialised world. Perhaps
by sharing concerns an
organic network can form
among parents of teenagers
across the Shire. Parents
may better arrive at solutions
other than the child leaving
home to get the dole, live
with their friends or their
boy/girlfriend.

IMPACT also welcomes
input from enthusiastic men-
tors from all walks of life.
Tiffany and Nirit’s wish is
that positive mentors will
regularly engage the teenag-
ers of this community in
meaningful, thought provok-
ing activities. They truly
believe it will take parents,
teachers, other mentors and
council and federal govern-
ment support to bring
around the current teenage
status.

The pioneer meeting of
the IMPACT group will be
held at Mullumbimby High
School on Tuesday October

16 at 7pm. If you are at all
involved in a teenager’s life,
please come and show sup-
port for this important
endeavour from the outset.

More and more gardeners
are enjoying the beauty of
gardens featuring local native
plants, with television pro-
grams like Gardening Aus-
tralia regularly showcasing
examples.

Such gardens strike the
happy medium of providing
beautiful gardens while not
contributing to the major
problem of the invasion and
destruction of native bush-
land by many garden orna-
mentals. But where can local
gardeners go for advice?

To help provide this
advice, the theme of this
year’s Weedbusters Week
(October 6-13) is ‘Grow Me
Instead’, and from 10am to
4pm on Thursday October
11 a weedbuster display will
be held at Ocean Shores
shopping centre.

Representatives from
Byron Shire Council, Far
North Coast Weeds and
local Landcare groups will
be on hand to provide advice
on what makes a plant a
weed, which garden orna-
mentals are a weed risk and
what local native plants can
be planted as attractive non-
invasive substitutes.

Invasive weed spread is
one of the greatest threats to
our local native flora and
fauna, and many gardeners
have unknowingly intro-
duced plants that have
become serious weeds caus-

ing environmental degrada-
tion in local bushland.

The good news is that
there are alternatives and
people can create beautiful
gardens with local native
species. A native garden can
provide the same amenity
and enjoyment and have the
added value of providing
habitat for native wildlife.

An example of a garden
ornamental which has
become a serious environ-
mental weed is Cats Claw
Creeper (Macfadyena unguis-
cati). Originally planted in
gardens for its bright yellow
trumpet shaped flowers,
Cats Claw Creeper can
smother large trees and bring
down structures such as
fences.

This woody vine is easily
identified by the characteris-
tic climbing tendrils that end
in three hooks resembling a
cat’s claw.

After flowering, long bean-
shaped seed pods release
papery winged seeds that are
carried by wind and water to
invade new areas.

Council’s Biodiversity
Extension Officer Wendy
Neilan said, ‘At the moment
there are isolated infestations
of Cats Claw Creeper around
Bangalow which if left
unchecked could threaten
downstream rainforest rem-
nants and nearby restoration
sites. Now is the time to
instigate control measures
before the problem gets out
of hand’

During Weedbusters Week,
a free workshop on the iden-
tification and control of
Cat’s Claw creeper will be
held at Riverside Drive,
Mullumbimby, 10am-noon,
Tuesday October 9.

ules Dawson was only eight years of age

Aid watchdog AIDWATCH (www.aidwatch.org.au) has
revealed that Australian aid money is being used to
train Burmese intelligence officers. AIDWATCH
spokesperson Kate Wheen said, ‘Many of the senior
police and intelligence officers who are currently
involved in the Burmese government crackdown
against the pro-democracy movement were probably
trained by the Australian Federal Police at a centre
funded by the Australian aid program.’

In 2004-2005 AUSAID funded training ‘for senior
officials in the theory of counter terrorism recognition
and collaboration for combating terrorism’. The
project funded counter-terrorism workshops, later
delivered to 600 government personnel in Burma.

Since 2004 the Australian government has funded
Burmese intelligence training through the ‘Jakarta
Centre for Law Enforcement Cooperation’. The Centre
receives $6 million a year from the Attorney General's
Department, funds attributed to the Australian
government aid effort.

The Centre plays an important role in training
Burmese police and intelligence officers. In November
2006, for instance, 20 senior intelligence officers from
the Burmese government were trained by three
Australian Federal Police at the Centre.

Police intelligence training directly serves the
military regime. In Burma there is no civil command:
since 1995 the Police force in Burma has come under
the control of the military, the Tatmadaw. Police
intelligence and the ‘Special Branch’ is subordinate to
regional military command structures.

Federal police have confirmed AIDWATCH'S claims. A
spokesperson said the collaboration with Burma was
justified to stop smuggling of heroin and people into
Australia. The Australian government has also
confirmed it would not end the training.

It seems awfully naive — or cynical - of Australia to
take the Burmese military at its word. And to lend any
support to an oppressive regime only encourages it in
its intentions, which include the use of police
intelligence against pro-democracy groups. It is an
insult to taxpayers who would like to see their money
used for genuine international aid purposes.

The so-called free nations have vested commercial
interests in Burma and thus have not moved strongly
against the generals, despite the tough talking in the
UN. It is likely the generals have assets offshore which
could be frozen by UN action — pressure applied to the
hip pocket of the corrupt and greedy seems to work.

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Utopia postponed, but Garrett pushes on

ou have to feel sorry
Y for Peter Garrett. He’s

had a pretty rough
time since he joined the
Labor Party more that three
years ago, and it all came to
a head last week.

When Garrett, on behalf
of the ALP, signed off on the
government’s decision to
approve the Tamar Valley
pulp mill, the Greens turned
carnivorous. From being a
trusted environmental war-
rior, Garrett had become a
sellout and a cipher, the
shadow minister who didn’t
cast a shadow. As everyone
had predicted, the Labor
Party had chewed him up
and spat him out. From
being an idealist and a man
of principle, Garrett was now
just another politician.

Well yes, he was, and this is
precisely the point. After
spending his youth banging
his impressive head against
various brick walls in pursuit
of noble causes, Garrett has
now grown up. In 2003 he
became convinced that actu-
ally achieving change for the
better, imperfect though it
might be, was more useful
than spending the rest of his
life yearning for an unattain-
able green utopia. Whether
consciously or not he accepted
the truth of Gough Whitlam’s
dictum: the impotent are
always pure. He may even
have turned it around: the
pure are always impotent.

From the start he knew
politics would involve com-
promise, that he would no
longer be the free spirit his
fans had idolised at Midnight
Qil concerts. He would have
to balance the interests of the
many against the dreams of
a few. But he made the
choice, and to his great credit
he has stuck with it.

Moreover, he has seen how
dire the consequences of
uncompromising idealism

can be. In 2004 Labor under
Mark Latham went down the
deep green path in Tasmania.
Seduced by the Greens
Leader Bob Brown, Latham
was persuaded that a policy
of quarantining large areas of
forests from loggers would be
vote winner both in the state
and across the mainland.
Garrett embraced the move
and campaigned vigorously
in the short time remaining
before polling day.

The result is now history:
not only did Labor lose the
seats of Bass and Braddon in
Tasmania, but the party for-
feited any chance of picking
up mainland forestry seats
like Eden-Monaro and
Gippsland. The policy did
not lose the election for
Labor, although the contrast
between Latham sneaking

away from timber workers
through an underground car
park while Howard was
cheered by them in a mass
rally was one of the enduring
images of the campaign, and
one which would have swung
many waverers to the gov-
ernment in the final week.
But there is no doubt that
the net cost was at least two,
probably three seats. Those
on the left now excoriating
Garrett’s pragmatism might
care to remember this if in
2007 Howard scrapes back
by a similar margin.

There is no doubt that the
man himself feels uncomfort-
able with the pulp mill deci-
sion, or that he is hurt by the
attacks from former friends

and allies. But he has held the
line and will continue to do
so. And he can take more
than marginal comfort from
the fact that Labor’s primary
vote continues to run at 47
percent, while the Greens are
at just 7.6. As a result there is
every possibility that in two
months’ time Peter Garrett,
Minister for the Environ-
ment, will be signing the
ratification documents for
the Kyoto treaty and prepar-
ing to implement a radical
and far-reaching program on
sustainable energy, pollution
control and climate change,
while Bob Brown, Greens
leader in the senate, will still
be leading futile demonstra-
tions against a pulp mill.
The purists will no doubt
dismiss the political rise of
Peter Garrett as his thirty

pieces of silver, the wages of
treachery. Those of us more
interested in results than rhet-
oric will applaud it as a hard-
earned laurel wreath, a reward
for courage and vision, but
above all for common sense.

As John Howard contin-
ues to dither and procrasti-
nate in the dwindling time
left to him, his supporters
cling to one last straw of
hope: the polls still say that
their lame duck hero is well
ahead on the crucial issue of
economic management. As a
bonus, they note that his
ugly duckling heir apparent,
Peter Costello, is massively
preferred for the role of
treasurer to his Labor rival,
Wayne Swan. This is hardly

funnibune  and Romeanes

surprising; as one commen-
tator noted last week, shadow
ministers can never hope to
attain the prominence auto-
matically accorded to their
government counterparts,
who have the luxury of
announcing real decisions.

Even so, the Rudd team
have not done badly. Julia Gil-
lard and Peter Garrett at least
are pretty well known, Nicola
Roxon, Stephen Smith,
Anthony Albanese, Robert
McClelland, Lindsay Tanner
and Jenny Macklin, together
with Swan, are all experienced
parliamentarians who have
taken the fight up to their
opponents and of the younger
brigade Tanya Plibersek and
Penny Wong have proved out-
standing. All are well on top
of their shadow portfolios
(Swan, for example, is far bet-
ter qualified to become treas-
urer than Costello was when
he took the role in 1996) and
there is no reason to believe
that they would not do better
in office than the current
jaded front bench.

And anyway, how many of
Howard’s mob are house-
hold names? Costello,
Downer and Abbott come
readily to mind, also Mal-
colm Turnbull, Philip Rud-
dock, Joe Hockey, Brendan
Nelson and Kevin Andrews.
With a little effort you can
probably recall four or five
more. But do you do so with
delight, happy and relieved
that they are there looking
after your interests, or do
you shudder slightly, perhaps
even gag? And then there are
the others: how much do
you really know about Nigel
Scullion? Or Peter Dutton?
Or Bruce Billson? And how
much do you care? The real
contest is, and always has
been, between John Howard
and Kevin Rudd, and here
your preference remains
devastatingly clear.

Feeding magpies

It is a pity that any magpies
at all have been destroyed
during the breeding season,
particularly as it is an avoid-
able situation. To stop mag-
pies dive bombing all you
have to do is feed them. Now

They like meat scraps,
hard cheeses like cheddar
and small pieces of bread —
they sometime ignore whole
slices. The food scraps need
to be scattered as you walk
through the area near nests
— only about a handful is
needed.

Unfortunately magpies
are observant enough and
smart enough to be able to
recognise individual human
beings, so dive bombing
will decrease over time
rather than stopping imme-
diately, but usually the

Festivals and the punters they attract

B A few months back, on
the Saturday of the most
recent Splendour festival, I
was watching my six year old
play soccer at New Brighton.
After the game we saw a
group of about ten festival
goers ready to board a bus to
Byron, each carrying a
Bundy and Coke. It was
about 9.30am. In support-
ing such festivals Byron
United, the town’s business
lobby group, appears to want
more visitors like this. Fac-
ing the possibility of one of
these festivals a month, not
two a year, these events will
radically change the face of
tourism in Byron Bay,
destroying many of the busi-
nesses that now support
these plans.

The arrival en masse of
the thirteen-to-a-room,
carry-a-slab festival goer will
have two effects. Firstly, not
being particularly interested
in boutiques, bookshops and
upmarket restaurants, these
businesses will suffer. Sec-
ondly, the punch drunk pill
poppers who form a signifi-
cant minority at these festi-
vals will keep the high yield
family-based tourists away.
They won’t like the public
drunkenness, the increased
assaults and petty crime that,
according to police, these
events attract.

Gradually, Byron Bay will
morph into a town that
caters to the audience it
attracts: Subways and pizza
joints will replace the bistros
and restaurants. The bottle
shops will prosper, galleries
showing the work of local
artists will not. Chain-based
retailers will supplant the
highly individual shops we
have now, and the real estate
agents, not knowing what hit
them, will have trouble shift-
ing all those expensive prop-
erties. Eventually the word
will get out. Byron Bay? It’s
not like it was. It’s just like
anywhere else with better
beaches, Paramatta with
surf.

In the same week it
announced its support for
Splendour, Byron United
also welcomed the news that
Council will create a tourism
strategy in conjunction with
SCU. Too late, I'm afraid.
Byron United has already
voted for its new tourism
strategy — a beer sodden, pill
popping, noisy, suburban
future where no-one really
quite knows what the hell’s
going on. Quite appropriate
really.

(Echo, October 2) for high-
lighting the problems associ-
ated with the production of
palm oil.

The main ones include
pushing orang-utans in Bor-
neo and Sumatra to extinc-
tion through destruction of
habitat (at the present rate
of killing there will be none
left in 20 years), major
releases of greenhouse gases
primarily from related peat-
land fires, and the abuse of
human rights of indigenous
people.

Is this what we want? On
average we consume some-

thing like 10kg of this
unhealthy palm oil per year
in the food we eat. So why is
it used and where is the
labelling? And it could even
start to be used in biodiesel
fuel!

Palm oil or derivatives is
found in: icecream, choco-
late, biscuits, chips, marga-
rine, crackers, cooking oil,
toothpaste, soap, detergents,
cosmetics. Think about your
Tim Tams, Shapes, Kit Kat,
Sara Lee, Pringles, oriental
noodles etc. They all contain
palm oil but do they state
that? We need to demand
clear labelling.

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Middle age rocks, discovers Elizabeth Quinn

Getting into the big swim

t’s getting to that time of
I year when ocean races all

around Australia are
being held, either as stand-
alone competitions or as part
of a triathlon. With my half
century looming ominously
on the horizon, I have
decided the time has come
to pit myself against the vast
expanse of sea. [ have been a
regular swimmer for the past
twenty years, slowly building
up my distance to a daily 1.5
km swim. But a solitary pool
swim bears little comparison
with a competitive ocean
swim. Scary sea creatures
and the increased likelihood
of drowning in the ocean
are deterrents for some peo-
ple. ’'m not one of them: at
49, 'm not likely to be in
the first wave of swimmers,
so anything lurking in the
water is going to be well and
truly scared off by the time
I enter it.

The likelihood of drown-
ing should be small, consid-
ering the number of support
craft bobbing around the
outskirts of these events, and
the army of volunteers. They
would be sure to resuscitate
anyone at the slightest risk of
drowning, well before the
situation became serious. In
fact, I have heard of some-
one who was plucked from
the water when she felt quite
capable of going on to finish
the race. (Oh great — one
more thing to worry about!)
As an extra precaution, I
purchase a ‘triathlon’ wetsuit
in a 50% off sale, and thrash
about in it in our backyard
pool like a crazed porpoise.

Major coronaries aside, my
greatest fear is the unpredict-
ability of the ocean currents.
At a ‘practice swim’, ’ve
been told by some race veter-
ans of the importance of
allowing for these currents
when planning your strategy.

I watch with great interest
as the first ‘wave’ of 18 to 29
year old males lined up. The
course is made up of three
‘legs’, formed around two

white buoys at a distance of
approximately 400m from
the shore and separated by
400m. When the starting
gun fires, the first group
seems to be making their
way towards an orange buoy
halfway between the two
white buoys.

We race virgins mutter to
each other that the current
must be strong if these young
men are making such an
allowance for it! Just when
we’re working ourselves into
a proper lather, an announce-
ment comes over the PA:
‘Ladies and gentlemen, the
first competitors are from
the age and gender group
that accounts for the major-
ity of car accidents, due to
testosterone levels and the
inability to listen to instruc-
tions. They are going the
wrong way. We inexperi-
enced oldsters have a quiet
laugh among ourselves.

The day of the Big Race
dawns warm and still. There
are thousands of people mill-
ing around the foreshore.
My first challenge is to find
the right queue for the ‘tat-
tooing’ of my number.
(These arm tattoos are con-
sidered a highly desirable
commodity, and people have
been known to mark their

arms with bogus numbers
using a black permanent
pen!) Titles such as ‘Open’,
‘Masters’ and ‘Veterans’ are
used to distinguish competi-
tors, instead of age groups.
In the absence of a ‘Peri-

menopausal’ section, I
choose a line and collect my
goody bag of colour-coded
cap and t-shirt.

On my walk out to the
pier, I am adopted by a
group of veteran ladies who
give me some very valuable
advice. ‘Swim out as far as
possible before the gun goes
off. That way you’ll avoid the
crowds who hug the shore-
line.” Check!

To my misgivings about
starting in the 40 to 49 year
age group, my new friends
laugh. ‘You’re better off
starting in this age group,
darling. By the time they get
to 50, those blokes think
they’ve got something to
prove!’ You mean we’re not
segregated? Oh great!

When the starting gun
fires, I head out wide where
there isn’t much traffic. I
can’t claim to be enjoying
myself, but I reason that the
thumping of my heart is
more nervous than terminal.
Past the first buoy, then the
second. I wish I'd counted

how many there are in total.
Miraculously, the last set of
buoys looms ahead. I come
out of the water running,
well, jogging, to the sounds
of familiar cheers from my
fan club.

What an exhilarating feel-
ing! That evening, sitting on
a balcony overlooking the
ocean with a glass of French
champagne in hand, I think
life couldn’t get much better.
But I’'m wrong! The next day
I read in the newspaper that
I’ve come in the top 25% for
my age group. My stocks at
home soar! I am Mum the
Superfish, Extreme Mum,
Can-Do Mum.

So now I can cross off one
item from my “Things to Do
Before I Die’ list. I tell myself
there is no need for me to
repeat the ocean swimming
experience, which was not
that pleasant, all things con-
sidered. Commonsense tells
me to stop while I’'m ahead,
but another voice is saying
“You go girl” That sense of
achievement is hard to beat,
and after all, I now have a
reputation to maintain. The
possibility of taking on new
challenges in my middle
years is a privilege, and I
plan to go out with a bang,
not a whimper.

Finding a voice: girls want more than fun

riter Lollie Barr has
the perfect setup.
She lives in the

idyllic and cosy surrounds of
Mullumbimby where she
manages a career as an inter-
national freelance journalist,
with her articles regularly
appearing in magazines
nationally and throughout
the UK. This week Lollie
launches her first book: an
impressive piece of girls’
youth fiction titled The Mag
Hags. The novel chronicles
the stories of five very differ-
ent girls as they set about
reconciling differences to
achieve a unified outcome.

‘I wanted to encourage
girls to do stuff rather than
just buy stuff,’ says Lollie. ‘I
think girls are doing so well
at school these days and they
have this incredible confi-
dence that we didn’t have as
young people. They can
really take on the world and
I wanted to get the point
across that it’s really impor-
tant to find out what you are
good at.

‘One problem in the media
is how famous, no-talent
celebrity role models are so
predominant. They don’t
actually do anything. But to
make life happen you have to
get out there and do stuff,
sometimes you have to do
stuff that is totally out of the
norm.

As a regular contributor to
youth magazines, Lollie is
well aware of the kind of
issues that face young
women.

‘I wanted to write some-
thing to counter all the
bitchy “frenemy” — bad role
modelling that goes through
the media. There was a cli-
mate of negativity that I
wanted to counter because
the girls I met were all doing
stuff and had a sense of
direction. I even met a thir-
teen year old girl who was
songwriting.’

It’s an inspirational and
fun read for young women.
The girls at Baywood High
are set an English assign-
ment, to team up and create
a magazine. For Lollie this
was following the golden
rule of the first book: write
what you know. It’s such a
well realised outcome that I
imagine hundreds if not
thousands of girls all around
the country will be
approaching their English
teachers with an assessment
proposal.

The book grapples with all
the major issues that face
young women, from body
image to family breakdown,
virginity and betrayal.

‘It’s what girls are actually
facing and it’s what they can
relate to, so much happens
to them, says Lollie. “With
family breakups and the
pressure that is on them, I

found them to be incredibly
mature, and it’s not just
them experiencing feckless
fathers, or when one of the
girl’s mothers gives her a
hard time about being really
skinny. I found these days
girls have a lot more emo-
tional maturity. But it’s
important to point out that
this is not a self-help book.
It’s funny and that’s what I
love about girls. They have
such a wicked sense of
humour.’

The Mag Hags is published
through Random House, a
book deal that Lollie secured
after her first three chapters.
‘T had a really tight deadline.
It was the best thing because
it made me do it. I didn’t
have the option to procrasti-
nate. There were times when
I was like, oh my God, can I
do that in such a short time?
Then I had to worry whether
they were going to like it, but
they gave me complete free-
dom, they didn’t even ask
what was happening while I
was writing!’

This was a huge genre

change for Lollie. On a crea-
tive level it was the equiva-
lent of moving out of a one
bedroom inner city apart-
ment into a rambling coun-
try five bedroom Queens-
lander. Suddenly a writer
usually confined by journal-
istic convention is allowed to
really stretch her legs. So
how did she fare?

“There was one point I
got to in the book when I
thought how the hell will I
tie all this up? It was amaz-
ing how things would hap-
pen in the book that I wrote
earlier and later they would
tie up — like without knowing
that was the reason I wrote
it in the first place. I think
that’s part of the creative
experience. It was great to
just be creative, and let the
story take me. A lot of peo-
ple will know exactly what is
going to happen when they
started writing, but I just
had to let it unfold.

For Lollie the biggest
challenge is right now, hav-
ing to take the step out from
behind the keyboard as the

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story subject. For someone
as gorgeous, bright and
quirky as she is, it’s surpris-
ingly not a role she relishes.

‘As a journalist I am pub-
lished all over the world but
you don’t get that much
feedback unless people leave
comments on a site. All of a
sudden I have to be out there
promoting my own work
and I guess it’s just that
putting yourself on the line
thing.

‘For me it’s something I
am going to have to do step
by step because I have always
been on the other side, even
in my previous career in the
music industry I was pro-
moting other people.

“To be the one who’s the
focus is an unusual feeling
and especially at a later stage
of life. Even being reviewed
or being judged when you
put the inside on the outside
—it’s a scary thing, but I also
know this is my first novel
and like with anything you
do you get better at it, and I
just want to be able to tell a
whole range of stories about
a whole range of things.’

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TABLE TALK

RECIPE OF THE WEEK
from Igor Persan, Restaurant Consultant

THE REAL FRENCH ONION SOUP

(LA GRATINEE LYONNAISE)

The following recipe is the traditional onion soup gratinée
as it is served at La Brasserie George in Lyon since 1868. It
is a great favourite of actors and musicians who used to
have it for supper when they left the theatre.

Ingredients for 8 people

3 kg brown onions

2509 butter

2 tblspns plain white flour

2L homemade vegetable or chicken stock (not
indispensable — you can also use 3 or 4 commercial stock
cubes dissolved in water)

Y%L dry white wine

Coarse sea salt

Salt and pepper

16 thin slices French baguette

200g grated Swiss cheese (gruyere — do NOT use tasty
cheese)

100ml Madeira wine (optional)

Method
Peel and slice all the onions and put three aside (sliced)

In a large pot melt 75g butter, add 2 tblspns plain white
flour and make a ‘roux’ (cook this flour/butter mix until
golden brown over a low flame) when the ‘roux’ is ready
gradually add %2 cup stock and Y2 cup white wine and stir
briskly to avoid lumps forming (you can use a whisk for a
better result) and then add 1.5L of water, bring to the boil
and add 1% tblspn of coarse sea salt.

In a large frying pan melt half of the butter (125g) and sauté
sliced onions until deep golden brown. Be careful not to
burn them as this would give a bitter taste to your soup.

Add the fried onions to the boiling water, clean the pan
with a little water and add this to the pot.

Reduce the flame to a bare simmer.

Melt 2 tblspns butter in frying pan and add 2 of the
remaining 3 sliced onions, sprinkle with pepper from the
pepper mill and cook over a slow flame until the onions are
translucent but NOT coloured.

Add to the pot, and keep simmering.

20 minutes later add the remaining stock and white wine.
Add the remaining one raw sliced onion.

Make sure to keep your pot at a bare simmer. Cook for 2
hours with a lid on. Cook for a further one hour with the lid
off. Add the remaining butter. Salt and pepper to taste

If you can spare the time and the absolutely fantastic smell
has not overpowered you yet, wait till the next day and
reheat the soup (simply bring it slowly to the boil and cook
it for 10 minutes)

Before serving

Slice thinly twice as many slices of baguette as you have
guests. (16 slices for 8 people). Place on a baking tray in
oven (220°) until golden brown. Grate the Swiss cheese.
Serve the soup piping hot in ovenproof bowls. Place 2
slices of roasted baguette on the top of each soup, making
sure they don't sink to the bottom, and a sprinkle of Swiss
cheese. Place under the grill of your oven as high up as you
can.

For the purist

...and if you can find it, once you have managed to get the
bowls to the table without burning yourself, add one
tablespoonful of Madeira wine to each bowl of soup.

Note: This soup will keep for a long time — and actually
improve with time — provided you bring it to the boil for 10
minutes every day. So it is worthwhile making large
quantities of this divine and quite addictive nectar!

THE FAR PAVILION

There's a new look, a new management team and a new
menu at the Byron Bay Beach Resort's Bay Pavilion
Restaurant.

Examples include, for entrees, Char Grilled King Prawns
with Pomegranate Molasses and a Campari and Blood
Orange Sauce or the Chilli Salt Calamari with Lemon Myrtle
mayo, while mains might be Vietnamese-Style Crispy
Skinned Chicken with Glass Noodle Salad and Chilli Plum

of Byron festival might have been fortunate enough to try
the signature dessert of Warm Nougat Crepes with
Raspberry Coulis. There's a comfy lounge where patrons
will be able to relax over cocktails or wine — and Sunday
afternoon live music and DJ sessions are planned for the
summer months.

Viticulturist Jane Hunter from Hunter's
wines in the prestigious Marlborough district together with
Austrian-born Rudi Bauer of Quartz Reef will host the
evening, which includes five courses with matching wines,
for $85 a head. Expect some of the world's finest
sauvignon blancs as well as wines drawing on the many
nuances of the Pinot Noir grape — not to mention head
chef Gavin Hughes' fabulous food.

A CHEEKY
MEAL

Victoria Cosford

One could be forgiven for accusing me of carnivorism,
this being the second column in a row in which | am
writing about meat. In fact it is pure coincidence, and
certainly after last Saturday night | am tempted to
revert to my habitual fish-eating semi-vegetarian
status.

The beef cheeks came about when a friend was
recently singing their praises, describing the way the
meat just fell apart after several hours of slow low-
temperature roasting; the way they cost next to
nothing; the way they filled her house with an
exquisite fragrance. | felt curious and inspired but
might have taken it no further had | not run into her,
several days later, standing in precisely the section
where they were displayed, and before | knew it she
had tossed a pack of three cheeks into my trolley. That
was that, then. Her fairly loose, vague instructions
about cooking them were too imprecise for a woman
on the verge of committing a culinary novelty; | hurled
myself into a thorough Google search and ended up
with a handful of methods upon which | would base
my own.

Beef cheeks belong in that compartment of animal
parts traditionally eaten only by a peasantry which
wasted nothing and threw nothing away. Lamb shanks
and oxtail belong here too, yet have already made the
shift into mainstream, if not modish, eating. Even so
there prevails a resistance to the notion of eating
certain parts of living creatures, generally based on an
emotional response, and regardless of how
magnificent its flavour may be. | still remember eating
an unusual dish in Umbria years ago which | was told
was typical of the region; its texture faintly bothered
me though the taste was delicious, yet as soon as
someone mentioned that it was the lungs and heart of
a sheep | froze to a halt, unable to eat on.

As far as these beef cheeks were concerned,
however, | was feeling perfectly confident: did | not
absolutely adore everything about guanciale, the fat-
marbled meat from the cheek of a pig? Besides, this
was one of those recipes which bring out the passion
in me: nothing necessarily intricate or tricky, just a
series of stages and steps, to be begun the day before
serving. | decided that | would cook a restaurant-style
dinner for the man | love who deserved no less —and
so there | was shrugging off my week'’s end tiredness
at home on Friday night before the chopping board.
Removing the membrane and much of the fat from the
cheeks was fiddly and faintly repugnant, but by the
time |I'd chopped up carrots, celery and onion and
arranged them in a bowl! with bay leaf, fresh thyme,
crushed garlic and juniper berries it was a positive
pleasure to glug out red wine over the lot, cover it with
plastic film and slide it neatly into the refrigerator.

| could hardly wait to return to it the following day. |
drained the cheeks, now dyed a pleasing purple,
patted them dry with paper towels, lightly dusted
them with seasoned flour then seared them in olive oil
till golden. Or at least gold-purple. Then | pan-fried all
the strained and drained vegetables till they were soft
and | could topple them over the cheeks, now fitting
as snugly as the recipe ordained in my special oven-
proof frypan. The wine poured back over and enough
beef stock to cover everything, then a double fold of
greaseproof paper and a lid, and into the 140°C oven
for at least three hours. Plenty of time to make the
polenta which would be its bed.

Throughout the afternoon my cottage filled with the
heavenly perfume of dinner. After about three hours |
tested the meat and it gave way at the gentle nudge of
a fork. | removed it from its liquid and set it aside to
rest; | strained the liquid then simmered it until it had
become a lush and glossy syrup. The triangles of
crisply grilled polenta | arranged artfully on white
plates, the cheeks on top and finally the syrup poured
over: it could have been a photo from a food magazine.

| loved it, but the man | love did not. After several
mouthfuls he stopped eating, murmuring excuses like
Big Lunches. | knew he hated it, and | hadn’t even told
him what it was; he was even more horrified when |
confessed. And although | felt wounded for a while, |
realised that the whole process had fulfilled me
anyway — and that unconditional love should not
demand that you eat something you just do not like.

MOCK MUST GO
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Last weekend’s Ryde-East-
wood Open featured an almost
unprecedented sight: two
15-year-olds battling for first
prize in a major Australian
weekend tournament.

After a tense final round the
ACT’s Junta Ikeda (pictured
below) outlasted Sydney’s
Max Illingworth to win the
title and leave Illingworth tied
with an International Master
and a grandmaster in second
place.

Ikeda’s victory was set up
with a third round victory
over top seed Dejan Antic,
the Serbian grandmaster who

has been Australia’s most suc-
cessful tournament player in
2007.

Ikeda has given Antic con-
siderable trouble in earlier
games this year but at Ryde
Antic seemed to have the teen-
ager’s measure. lkeda hung
on, battling problems both on
the board and on the clock,
before Antic also ran into time
trouble and ultimately lost the
game on time in a position
which would probably have
ended as a draw. Antic later
complained bitterly about the
poor light in the playing hall
which made the read-out on
the digital chess clock almost
invisible. It was a legitimate
complaint but should take
nothing away from Ikeda’s
great survival skills; this was
the second time Ikeda had
beaten a GM in this fashion.

Ikeda’s teammate at the
2007 U/16 Olympiad in

Singapore, Illingworth, could
also be satisfied with his per-
formance in Ryde, defeating
Igor Bjelobrk to take the out-
right lead with one round to

play.
The success of the
Australian juniors should

however be viewed in the con-
text of the new world rank-
ing list, released last Monday.
While Ikeda and Illingworth
both improved their rankings
considerably, they remain at
school and therefore unable
to compete on a level playing
field with the top juniors who
are already full-time profes-
sionals.

The extreme example is
Magnus Carlsen, born only
a year later than Ikeda who
is already in the world’s top
20. Carlsen’s early talent was
enhanced by a Norwegian
Chess Academy within the
Norwegian Institute of Sport.

Plans for a Chess Academy in
Australia have yet to get off
the ground.
